Purpose:  

To monitor the status of dialysis facility patients who are on a transplant wait-list and facilitate communication with transplant(s) center(s) regarding changes in patients’ transplant candidate status, as outlined in the current Conditions for Coverage. (V tag 561)
Policy:  

· Track the progress of each kidney transplant center referral;
· Monitor the active/inactive status of all dialysis facility patients who are on a transplant wait list;
· Communicate with transplant centers regarding patient transplant status at least annually 
· Immediately communicate to transplant facilities events that could change the status of the wait-listed patient.  
Procedure:

1. Designate at least two staff members to be responsible for maintaining and updating the “Waitlist Patient Tracking Tool” on a weekly basis. (See Waitlist Tracking Tool)
        2.    Maintain a list of current transplant patients at the dialysis facility.
3.   Designated staff members will be responsible for communicating events that can change the patient(s) waitlist status for transplant facilities.  The following events should be reported as they occur:  (See Transplant Event Reporting document)
· Phone/address change

· Insurance change

· Change in health status

· Blood transfusions

· Wound/puncture/injury

· Hospitalization

· Chronic non-compliance

· Travel/unable to contact

· Death/discontinued

4.  Update the inter-disciplinary team (IDT) during monthly QI meetings, about patients      

             active/inactive transplant status.
5.  Staff members assigned to monitoring the patients’  transplant status and events will     

             ensure that this information is documented in a designated place in the patient’s medical record.
